CONTEXT

St. Aloysius Degree College operates within a socio-cultural context marked by diverse societal
challenges and opportunities. Situated within a vibrant community, the college recognizes its
responsibility to address pressing social issues and contribute positively to the lives of people.
Informed by its Aloysian values of service, justice, and solidarity, the college embraces a holistic
approach to social engagement, encompassing advocacy, outreach, healthcare, inclusivity,

patriotism, welfare, human rights, women's empowerment, and environmental stewardship.
PRACTICE:

The college’s commitment to social concern and responsibility is operationalized through a wide

array of practices.



Advocating for justice and rights: Through participation in rallies, protests, documentary
screenings, and memorial services, the college aims to raise awareness and advocate for
justice on behalf of suffering humanity.

Outreach and support programs: The college seeks to engage with marginalized
communities by visiting institutions for the blind, destitutes, old age homes, and homes
for people with disabilities, providing provisions, food drives during emergencies like
COVID-19, and extending support to poor students and staff. Additionally, outreach to
villages aims to provide assistance to impoverished children and the elderly.

Healthcare services: By organizing blood donation drives for burn victims at Victoria
Government Hospital, conducting free medical camps for slum dwellers, and offering
free eye camps, the college contributes to improving the health and well-being of both the
community and its students.

Inclusivity and support for LGBTQ+ individuals: Through partnerships with NGOs,
workshops, discussions, and awareness campaigns, the college fosters a culture of
inclusivity and support for LGBTQ+ individuals.

Patriotism and citizenship: By observing various national and international events such
as Independence Day, Republic Day, Kargil Diwas, International Yoga Day, and others,
the college aims to instill patriotism and citizenship values among its students.

Welfare initiatives: The college provides mid-day meals for students from poor socio-
economic backgrounds and actively engages in rural development through annual rural
camps, thereby addressing societal inequalities and contributing to community
development.

Promotion of human rights values: Through seminars, workshops, rallies, competitions,
and collaborations with like-minded organizations, the college enhances awareness and
understanding of human rights issues.

Awareness sessions and initiatives: The college conducts awareness sessions on drug
abuse, seminars on cancer, anti-human trafficking activities, observes international days
such as Anti-Corruption Day and World Mental Health Day, and engages in various

activities like video-making and pencil sketching on social issues.



e Empowerment of women: Through observations of Women's Day and Girl Child Day,
along with public awareness campaigns, the college endeavors to enhance the welfare
and rights of women.

e Environmental awareness: The college observes World Environment Day, conducts eco-
club cleanliness drives, and organizes plogathons to promote awareness and action for

environmental conservation.

EVIDENCE OF SUCCESS:

The success of St. Aloysius Degree College's endeavors is evidenced by tangible outcomes and
impact across various domains. These include increased awareness and advocacy for social
justice, improved access to healthcare for marginalized communities, enhanced inclusivity and
support for LGBTQ+ individuals, heightened patriotism and citizenship values among students,
empowerment of women, and greater environmental consciousness and action. Additionally,
feedback from beneficiaries, community stakeholders, and external observers serves as further

validation of the effectiveness and significance of the college's initiatives.
PROBLEMS ENCOUNTERED:

Despite its commendable efforts, St. Aloysius Degree College encounters certain challenges in
its pursuit for Aloysian for others- social concern and responsibility. Coordinating large-scale
events such as rallies, protests, and outreach programs involves intricate logistical planning.
Challenge were there in securing permits, arranging transportation, managing crowds, and
ensuring the smooth execution of activities. In some cases, communities expressed resistance and
was hesitant to embrace change, particularly regarding issues related to gender equality, human
rights and  environmental conservation. Overcoming resistance necessitated ongoing dialogue,
collaboration, and relationship-building ~ within  communities. ~ Sustaining momentum and
engagement over time was challenging, especially amidst competing academic priorities and
evolving contexts. Maintaining long-term commitment and continuity in initiatives required
dedicated leadership, institutional support, and community buy-in. Another major problem
encountered was to build the capacity of students, faculty, and staff to effectively implement

social concern initiatives requires ongoing training and skill development.



RESOURCES REQUIRED:

The successful implementation of St. Aloysius Degree College's program on Aloysian for
others- social concern and responsibility initiatives necessitates a diverse array of resources.
These may include financial support for outreach programs, healthcare services, and awareness
campaigns; partnerships with  NGOs and community organizations; dedicated staff and
volunteers to coordinate activities and engage with stakeholders; facilities and equipment for
healthcare services and environmental activities; and educational materials and resources for
workshops, seminars, and awareness sessions. Additionally, sustained commitment and
collaboration from students, faculty, staff, alumni, and external partners are essential for the

long-term success and impact of these initiatives.
